Project Phase V Tasks:

Please perform the following tasks, documenting your work as you proceed:
1. Complete any backlog work from Phases III and IV

2. The objective of Phase V is to synthesize the work from Phases I-IV into a clear, well-structured “end-to-end” project report that could be understood, used, and/or implemented by a third-party (e.g., a senior management review group, another project group, etc.)

3. To this end, create a project report document structured into five sections as follows:
· Problem Statement
· Datasets and Pre-Processing
· Supervised Learning Results
· Unsupervised Learning Results
· Conclusion
4. The Problem Statement section should describe the problem that you are trying to solve, why this problem is important, and define the data mining tasks involved. For each data mining task (classification, prediction, clustering, association analysis) provide a description of the inputs, outputs, and how it connects back to the problem under consideration.
5. The Datasets and Pre-Processing section should describe the data that was used for the project: where the data was collected from, number of instances, time-period that the data was collected, and any data integration that was performed. Include an overview of the key results of the Exploratory Data Analysis (EDA), data cleaning, and data transformation from Phase II.
6. The Supervised Learning Results section should describe the classification and prediction models that were created as part of Phase III. Include an assessment of the results with respect to the problem under consideration and a plan of next steps that could be used for the next iteration.
7. The Unsupervised Learning Results section should describe the clustering and association rules that were created as part of Phase IV. Include an assessment of the results with respect to the problem under consideration and a plan for the next steps that could be used to improve the results in future iterations.
8. The Conclusion section should contain an overall set of conclusions and guidelines, and with a detailed statement of the next steps (or future work). 

9. Each section should have brief but clear explanations of the work completed, with all figures and tables clearly cross-referenced to the text.
10. The sections of the report should be connected to each other to tell a coherent story. 
11. Create a 1 page executive summary that provides a cross-referenced description of the contents of the report
12. Create an Appendices section and include the work from Phases I-IV.
13. Create a Table of Contents.
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
